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EMDP Headlines: June 2011

Participant Growth

Exercise Movement and Dance Partnership (EMDP), together with the Pro-Active London Dare2Dance Project (D2D), have been selected as delivery partners in a new national project that will get 30,000 women playing ‘doorstep sport’. Active Women has been unveiled by Sport England which is investing £2.295 million of National Lottery funding into the initiative.

Active Women, which will be delivered in 47 of the most disadvantaged areas in England including Hastings, Wigan and Bristol, will offer 16- to 25-year-old women innovative and engaging ways to participate in sport. It will also see over 200 events and festivals organised, 1700 new coaches and volunteers recruited and 1260 qualifications gained by those taking part.

EMDP is one of 62 organisations delivering the project, which is being led by multi-award winning sports development charity StreetGames. EMDP and D2D will support the project by using Street Dance to engage girls and young women in 12 London boroughs by offering opportunities for ongoing participation, leadership and training.   

Teacher Growth

EMDP have great opportunities throughout the U.K to train to become a L3 (CYQ) teacher in Exercise, movement and dance. EMDP are also able to work with CSPs and local partners to deliver Level 3 qualifications where there is an identified area of need.
EMDP also now offer opportunities for course candidates with recognised prior learning, including Level 2 qualifications in Exercise to Music.

EMDP are also working with CYQ to develop Level 2 Exercise Movement and Dance qualifications.
Quality Assurance

EMDP is currently working with the DTAP consortium on the development of a national dance register for teachers. Dance Training & Accreditation Partnership (DTAP) represents a major, dance sector-led strategic initiative, and brings together a consortium of leading national organisations committed to building capacity and removing barriers to participation in dance by people of all ages and abilities
Data Collection

EMDP are currently being monitored by Sport England through proxy measures rather than the Active People’s survey.
EMDP will be distributing a training needs analysis for the dance workforce, and we will be asking for CSPs to signpost this information to dance instructors in their area.

Affiliation and Partnerships

Current organisations affiliated to EMDP include the English Amateur Dance Association (EADA) and Lishi. EMDP are developing an affiliation process for new organisations and independent teachers which will be ready in early 2012.
EMDP are also working with United Dance Organisation (UDO) on a National Level 2 Street Dance qualification. We are also working in partnership with Street Games, the national organisation for developing sport in disadvantaged areas, in order to develop training around the Pro-Active London Dare2Dance project.
EMDP are also part of the Big Dance National Steering Group. In 2012, Big Dance will expand to reach out beyond London to communities all over England through a network of leading national dance organisations co‐ordinated by the Foundation for Community Dance. These hub leads include: South East Dance, Dance South West/Pavilion Dance, Dance 4, Merseyside Dance Initiative, Yorkshire Dance, Dance East and Dance City. Plans are underway for similar hub networks in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.
