Training Needs Analysis

EMDP has distributed a training needs analysis for the dance workforce, and ask all CSPs to signpost this information to dance instructors and other dance contacts in their local area. The training needs analysis is live from late September to early December. EMDP will be collating and sharing the results which will be sent through by the end of the year. CSP Survey 

Many thanks to the CSPs who have completed the Consultation with CSPs survey, which went live in early August. The survey was designed to obtain a good understanding of each CSP’s involvement and aspirations within the local exercise, movement and dance sector. The short survey aimed to highlight any areas of priority CSPs may have in terms of dance provision and how these may link into EMDP development plans. 

The results of which are now being analysed and EMDP will be in contact soon with any areas of relevance. If you have not yet completed the survey, please do so in a matter of urgency. The results we receive from you help justify need for training courses, future projects and partnership working, a great example of this being Sportivate.

Sportivate 

EMDP became involved in year one delivery by linking in with partners to identify areas for project delivery. EMDP has co-ordinated and supported partners through the application process and bids into NGB county pots to enable a sufficient number of projects to take place. 
EMDP will be in touch with you very shortly to work on the second year of Sportivate, so watch out for emails in the near future. EMDP is planning to coordinate (with delivery partners) a significant number of projects in year two and is gathering information from partners and contacting affiliate EMDP teachers to identify potential areas of project delivery. 
More Teachers
Level 3 Teacher in Exercise Movement and Dance (EMD)

EMDP can offer prior learning to this qualification so candidates can pick up on the specific EMD content they require.
Level 2 Qualifications

If you know of anyone in your CSP that is looking to create a Level 2 qualification specific to their particular exercise movement and dance discipline EMDP offer this opportunity. All qualifications developed would be Level 2 on the Qualifications and Credit Framework (QCF) and therefore give candidates a nationally recognised qualification to deliver classes in their chosen EMD style. Level 1 Qualifications

EMDP is looking into the prospect of developing a Level 1 Assistant Movement and Dance Teacher Qualification. EMDP is interested in working with external parties to develop this and other qualifications.
EMDP can deliver any training course where the need exists. If there is a demand for EMD training in your area please let us know. 
Quality Assurance

EMDP is currently in the process of developing an affiliation and quality assurance mark for teachers of EMD. The 'Dancemark' (working name) will be appropriate for and specific to dance related organisations and individual teachers (as often found in EMD). For those from the sporting world, this would be an equivalent to 'Clubmark'. The Dance mark will feed into the National Dance Register, which is being developed by EMDP and other national dance organisations. 
The first phase of the register will be ready in spring/summer 2012. The best way for organisations and teachers to ensure they are part of the register is to go through EMDP affiliation (Please see the affiliation section)

Cheerleading join EMDP
In August 2011, UK Cheerleading Alliance (UKCA) affiliated to EMDP the umbrella governing body for exercise, movement and dance (EMD)
EMDP and UKCA are confident that through working in partnership they can jointly achieve significant progress with all aspects of increasing the reach, participation and satisfaction levels for those already involved in the Sport of Cheerleading, as well as presenting new opportunities for the wider exercise, movement and dance sector for all ages, genders and abilities to get involved in the sport.

Street Dance - launch of a brand new Level 2 qualification
You could be one of the first areas to host this brand new qualification.

EMDP, in partnership with the United Dance Organisation (UDO) launch a brand new Level 2 qualification in Teaching Street Dance to Adults. The certificate will be a Level 2 on the QCF, and will be aligned to the National Occupational Standards for exercise, movement and dance. 
The pilot, due to take place in London January 2012, gives women in the London area a chance to obtain this new qualification with up to 90% of the cost paid. 

EMDP and UDO are looking to have the new qualification national by summer 2012. EMDP will be using the results of the CSP consultation to initially identify the key areas of interest for this course. 

EMDP is also hoping to develop an opportunity for a wider project/programme of participant activity under a sustainable street dance model. If this prospect is of interest to you we would love to hear from you. 
Affiliate to EMDP
EMDP is committed to the development of its organisational and affiliation base to optimise an encompassing service and driving force at the heart of EMD.  EMDP is keen to welcome new EMD organisations and professionals that would like to become involved with the partnership and together create a single focussed future for EMD.
EMDP is developing an affiliation process for new organisations and independent teachers which will be ready in early 2012. This will allow teachers to affiliate to EMDP providing they meet certain standards.
